
 
Dance Regulations  

 
• The dress code (see below) will be enforced. Students not complying with the dress code may be refused admittance to 

the dance. 
• Smoking, drinking of alcohol or fighting is not allowed on campus.  If students appear under the influence and/ or 

uncooperative with school authorities, entry will be denied. 
• Everyone must have a valid school ID. 
• OIA and ILH HS girls are allowed; ILH HS boys are allowed 
• Participants are expected to remain in the field house for the duration of the dance – you will not be able to leave once you 

enter. 
• Snacks and water will be sold during the dance - students may go to the refreshment area to purchase these items, and 

must remain in that area to eat/drink these items. 
 

• Dance Policy 
• Appropriate dancing – no bumping or grinding or any type of “dirty dancing” 
• No PDA (Public Displays of Affection) 
• No excessively close dancing 

 
 

DRESS CODE FOR FEMALES 
o Shirt/blouse backs must be at least as high as 
standard bra length 
o Shirt/blouse must meet the pants at all times 
o Clothing should completely cover underwear 
o Necklines should be decent and cover cleavage 
o Jeans, capris or leggings only, NO dresses, skirts, or 
shorts 

DRESS CODE FOR MALES 
o No half-T’s or crop-tops 
o No tank tops without T-shirts 
o No slippers 
o No T-shirts with inappropriate logos/words on it
