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Application and Interview Process

Students applying must be in-coming Seniors, and up to 12 students will be selected for the
LIFE Team. Students must be in good behavioral standing with the school, and must have a
cumulative GPA of at least 2.5. In order to apply, students must...

1. Neatly type application and turn in to Ms Green by March 2, 2012.

2. Turn in required letters of recommendation to Director of Campus Ministry/ LIFE
Coordinator by posted deadline. (One from a teacher and one from a parent/guardian)

3. Schedule an interview with Interview Team, be on time and prepared for interview
